The latest rating report released by the QS Stars
Accreditation System, known to be the world's
most sought after certification organisation, not
a single educational institute of India is placed on
the list of the world's first one hundred top
educational institutes whereas China has nine
and Japan has five of them on it. When asked, the
reasons stated by the agency are that these
institutes have some common characteristics
between them such as imparting applied
education/training, linked with industries and
society, offering viable infrastructure, developing futuristic research
and they also have a balanced teacher-student ratio. In other words
these institutes strive for a holistic academic environment by
creating need based knowledge.

According to a survey conducted across our country 70%
students of 8th standard in the schools are unable to do simple
calculations and have much low language proficiency. The higher
education is also not in a very good shape barring a few Universities
and a small number of colleges. The gross enrollment ratio (GER) is
far below comparing to the western countries; even the BRICK
countries have better GER than us. This is not an encouraging picture
