Sail is the loose surface material that cover most land. It consist of inorganic
particles and organic matters. It provides the structieral support to plants used in
agriculture and also it is the source of water and nutrients. But imagine life on earth
without soil, is it possible.

The answer is no but in the last forty years, forty percent of the world's topsoil
has been last. We have soil left only for approximately eighly to hundred harvests,
which means another forty-five to sixty years of agriculture. After that, we will not have
the said to produce food. Thirty percent of India's land is already degraded, and 90% of
India's states are seeing soil turn to desert. That means nothing can be cultivated
there.

The main cause heading to soil degradation is industrialization of agriculture,
meat consumption and cattle gazing. Since westarted a very meachinarized and
industrialized kind of agriculture, the organic content in the world's soil has gone down
significantly, when there were animal and trees on the form because green litter from
the trees and animal waste are the only ways to put back organic content into soil, But
people think that a tractor will do the job. A tractor will plow the soil, but it will not enrich
the soils as animals and trees would.

Right now, fifty-one million square kilometers of land its being farmed in the
world, Out of this, forty million square kilometers are used for raising animals and their
feed, which is 75% but more amount of meat consumption well not regenerate the soil.
Due to degradation earth is face severe bad effects such as, Human Health is
Deteriorating because there is not enough nutrition in the fond that we consume due to
the soil is losing its strength, also the organic matter in soil is Decreasing.

In the last hundred years, The volume of water that is coming down in the form of

monsoon has not changed, Fifty years ago, The monsoons were happening 70to 140




days. Now it is happening between 40 to 75 days that means the downpours are
heavies. Soil is the biggest dam on the planet. but as the organic value in the soil is
going down, its ability to hold water is also going down. Nearly 40% of this soil is
labeled as distressed soil which means in another 25 to 30 yr. time, we may not be able
to grow the fond that we need in this nation and this will demolish the nation in many
different ways and will lead to civil strife.

Sowhatwe can do to sevitalize soil. If you want to preserve to the soil, it means organic
content has to go into it. You cannot keep rich with fertilizer and a tractor. You need
animals on the land. Right from ancient times, when we grew crops, we only took the
crop and the rest of the plant and animal waste always went nack into the soil.
Also meat consumption is one of the simplest things that you ca the land, about 40
million square kilometers, that is used for agriculture in the world is used to raise
animals and their fond... If you reduce your meat consumption by 50%, 20 million
square kilometer of land on this planet will become available for tree-based
agriculture.
When travelers like Hiuen Tsang and Megasthenes came to India, they observed that
the Indians have a disproportionately large part of fruit in their diet and they said, "That
could be the reason why they are so intellectually sharp”.
If what you eat has over 75% water content, your health will get managed very
easily. If you eat a raw vegetable, the water content is somewhere over 70%. If you eat
a fruit, it is generally over 90% water. So that is the best diet. At least 30-40% of our
food/diet should come from the trees, not from 4-month cycle of crops. And this will
lead to preserve soil and grow conscious planet.

So, the protecting the soil for the future generations of this land is the most important
thing.

* With evolution, the human brain has become more complicated, many of its
interesting properties are still not well understood by scientists.

* The brain contains billions of nerve cells send and receive information around the
body.

* The human brain is over three times as big as the brain of other mammals that are of
mililar body size.

* Each side of the brain interacts largely with just one half of the body, but for reasons
that are not yet fully understand, the interaction is with opposite sides, the right side of
the brain interacts with the left side of the body and vice versa.

* The largest part of the human brain is called the cerebrum. Other important parts
include corpus callosum, cerebral cortex, thalamus cerebral conrtex thalamus,
cerebellum, hypothalam hippocampus and brain stem.

* The human brain in protected by the skull (canim), a protective casing made up of 22
bones that are joined together.

* The brain of an adult human weight around 3 pounds (1.5kg) althought is makes up
just 2% of the body's weight it uses around 20% .

The brain is suspended in cerebrospind fluid, effectively floating in liquid that acts as
bath cushion to physical impact and a barrier to infections.

* Diseases of the brain include Alzhemer’s diseases, parkinson's-disease and multiple
sclerosis. Diseases such as there as there can limit that normal function of the human

Hewas a
bright student, a reader, and always actively participalted in extra-curricular activities
born to a Sik revalutionary family. on 28th Sept. 1907, he always spoke about guns, He
wanted to grow in the fields using which he can, at this tender age of his life he always
speaks about drining british out from India instead talking about games or toy. We all
know about him and his activities, but | believe, that he is one of the most
misunderstood and mirepresented freedom fighters of our country. We healthy, any of
us have tried to understand his opinions, ideas, and ideologies. Let's us try 10
understand Bhagat Singh better whenever we hear the name ‘Bhagat Singh', many of
us associate it with words like weapon and violence. but Bhagat Singh was considered
a fierce intellectual of his time. His friends said that whenever they saw him, he hada
book in his hand. He had stuied British, European, American, Russian literature at
length accordings to some estimates, he had read over 250 books before being

arrested. And in the two years he spent in jailhe read mare than 300 books. Not only
few readings book. but Bhagat Singh was also renowed for his prose, few his writings.

intellectual of the highest order. But today of we ask someone to act like Bhagat Singh,
they will play with their moustaches and fire finger guns. But did you know what Bhagat
Singh Said, "Bombs and pistals cannot bringh revolution, revolution's sword is
sharpened on thoughts.” But when do people talk about ideas and ideologies today?
People are happy to project on intallectual revaluationary as a trigger happy rebel, This
is why | am going present 3 major idealogies of Bhagat Singh. There major ideaclogies
that Bhagat Singh belived in. Socialism, Atheism and internationalism. Bhagat Singh
was very in fluenced by Karl Marks, Lenin, and Socialist ideaologist. It pained him
when he saw how society hearts formers, labourers, factory workers. It is for these
downtrodden people that he wanted to fight. Most of our freedom fighters prioritized
getting freedom from the British Raj and the debate an Social Justice was being put off
forlater. But Bhagat Singh believe that for a farmer and labourer. it does not matter who
rules or is in power. Whether itis Britishers or Indians. Exploitation is Exploitation and it
does not matter who the exploiture is Now, Internalionalist, vasudhaiy kutukbakam.

world is one family". Internationalism is an idealogy in which Bhagat Singh strongly

from calcutta, 'Matwala' in 1924, He said, How great is the idea, "Lel everyone be your

own and no one be a shangers®, how beautiful will that time be, when unfamiliarity
would not remain in the world? The day when this idea is established. We'll be able to
say that the world has reached its peak. Bhagat Singh talks about egalitarianalism in
one his article published on1927, The poor people of world, irespoctive of ethnicity,
race, religion or country have some reights. It is beneficial for us, that the disorimination
on the basics of religion, colour, racl, auigin stops. This brings us to yet another strong
idealogy of Bhagat Singh which is Socularism and Atheism one hand Mahatm Gandhi
was promoting the Indian version of socularism to it. whenever Bhagat singh believed
in the french version of socularism whever thee needs to a distance between the
government and religion always. This is the actuall defination of securalism. The
government should not have any stake in any religion because religion is a powersonal
affair of an individual. In Jne 1927, issue of the Kirti magazine, Bhagat Singh wrote an
article 'religious Riots and their solutions' spoke about the importance of this. If you
want paople to stop fighting anong themselves, you have to show them the economics
inbalance behever the rich and the poor. The poor farmers and labourers need to be
explained that their real enemies are the capitalists. He believed that God made this
world, why is their so much injustic, so much pain and suffering in the world. Nowadays

many people stick Bhagat Singh's photo on their vehicles, with the caption,
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"it seems like in need to return". But remember Bhagat Singh was an Atheist. He didn't

believe in rebirth, reincarnation, heaven or hell. When he was going to sacrifice his life,
he knew that it was the end. There world be nothing ater that. But at the same time,
Bhagat Singh said that a person can be killed, but not his ideas. Here, | conciude by
