An institution, imparting education, involved in making future citizens and
contributing to the formation of a knowledge based society, needs committed
and dedicated stewards at the helm. The stories of such men are rare though, we
teachers and students are blessed to be cherishing the memories of such a one
in Late Adv. Chandrakant J. Thakar.

It is not easy for one to encapsulate the public life of someone such as Adv. Thakar,
spanning over four and half decades. It is difficult too, for anybody, to document
the activities and achievements of a multi potentialite personality of him. It is
certainly very hard to curate this rare individual’s sense of philanthropy and
excellence, faith and generosity, life and living who simply wanted the humanity
to be ridden of all unpleasant and unwanted things. Yet, the onus is on us to look
over and appreciate such a soul of whom, we may say that Nagpur is rendered
poorer by his passing away on Thursday, the 24th October 2024.

Memories are flitting and generating as well, nonetheless they demand a
stable response from conscious minds expecting steady recollections. Hence,
reminiscences bring before me that tall, handsome, stylish, perfectly fluent English
speaking lawyer, in his early 40s - Adv. Chandrakant J Thakar. Thence, an executive
member of the then Shri Nagpur Gujrati Kelwani Mandal (Now Shri Nagpur Gujrati
Mandal), he started his public life in the 1980s.
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Thakar Sahab’s passion and perseverance for doing and achieving the best,
has been the USP of his individuality. Being a strict follower of a regular time-table,
punctuality was in his bones. Never we have seen him late for meetings and other
programme sheld at college.

He was an epitome of indefatigable spirit and energy. His creative involvement
with and unconditional commitment to the institutions he was associated, is
something to be applauded. All through the time of my college teachership, | have
watched both him and the institution growing and transforming together for the
better. Somewhere, perhaps in his subconscious mind, the legacy of his illustrious
father late Adv. ] M Thakar, a leading tax practitioner, was cheering him up for doing
benevolence. Being a compulsive reader and an aggressive learner, Adv. Thakar would
ask others around him, and specifically the teachers, to tread the path.

Adv. Thakar’s love for languages, especially for English and Gujarati was
legendary that should be lessons to all the teachers and students. Despite his utterly
preoccupied professional engagements, he would ask to allot to him some lectures
weekly for teaching English and Gujarati at degree and junior college. | was privilaged
to be asked to accompany him in such academic experiments. He, perhaps, wanted
to demonstrate how to lead from the front and prove his skills in teaching too.

Adv. Thakar would readily reckon with any idea that might amplify the
academic excellence and be the cause for learning more, on part of the faculties, and
earn name for the institution. It was in 2006, he agreed with me to organize a state
level conference on Harold Pinter and asked me to shoulder the responsibilities as
the Organizing Secretary. Again, when | suggested Dr. M G Chandekar, the former
principal, to hold the Book and Literature Festival in 2013, upon knowing it Adv. Thakar
became extremely delighted and promised all his support to the event and to me, the
Organizing Secretary again. Lessons for me, then, | realized how tough it was to work
with him and what a pleasure it was to learn from him besides feeling humbled to be
appreciated by him too.

The trail of memories and experiences by my association with him is endless
and the time and space for recording them here is limited. The best tribute to him
lies in his eponymous title “Bhisma Pitamah” as respectfully and affectionately we all
have uttered for him.

Sad that we have lost a father figure and the humanity is deprived of a ‘do
good’ gentlemen. To sum up, Swami Vivekananda’s words will justify his departure
from this mortal world.
